46th O'MALLEY CLAN RALLY

26 - 28 JUNE 1998

Chieftain Don and the O’Malleys of Limerick were delighted to have the Clan members visit
their historic city in June 1998. Altogether, we had close to 300 people attending the various
functions. Naturally most of those were from Ireland but we also had 0’Malleys and friends
from the USA, Canada, Mexico, New Zealand, Australia and the United Kingdom.

The Rally in Limerick was mainly located on the University Campus which was much admired
by all the visitors. This year is the 25th Anniversary of the University of Limerick, which is
located on a beautiful campus on the banks of the River Shannon. Student population is
approximately 8,000.

On Friday evening we had the registration at Kilmurry Village Hall. This was an ideal venue to
start the Rally, where we had our guest speaker, Tony McCarthy, author of ‘The Irish Roots’
who spoke to us about Irish families, tracing our heritage, and gave a very interesting talk on
the ‘faction fights’ which occurred late in the last century throughout rural Ireland.

Following the talk, we then visited the collection of the O’Malley Heads in the new University
Library building. This exhibition is part of the Collection by Helen 0’Malley Roelofs, donated to
the University for safekeeping. Helen O’Malley’s son, Cormac, past Chieftain, was at hand to
explain to the members and friends the details and anecdotes associated with the Collection.

The evening was completed with a visit to the University Stables Bar where we enjoyed
meeting old friends and making new acquaintances, with plenty of refreshments before
retiring for the evening.

Saturday, as always, is a busy day in the Rally and the first event was the Golf Tournament at
Limerick County Golf and Country Club nearby. Some twenty players competed for the Granuaile
Cup, which was won by Kevin O’'Malley of Birmingham. The weather was kind to the players,
although many of them found the course somewhat tough. Needless, all enjoyed themselves.

Later that morning the O'Malley coach left University of Limerick to visit King John’s Castle
(1185) where we were given a guided tour through the Interpretative Centre and
subsequently through the Castle itself. The Castle overlooks the lordly Shannon and we were
very fortunate with the weather. We had
a wonderful time looking through the
various sections of this historic building
and enjoyed the views from the
battlements. Following the Castle tour,
the party then went a short distance to
the Hunt Museum where we had lunch
before visiting the Museum itself. We
were most fortunate to have two
O’Malley docents of the Hunt Museum to
guide us through the exhibition. Denis
O’Malley (Madaboy) and Elaine O’'Malley
(Castleconnell) did a wonderful job in
explaining to the visitors the various
artifacts now in the Hunt Museum.

The party and guests were very impressed with the exhibition which is now very much part
of the Limerick scene. The Hunt Collection is an internationally important collection of original
works of art and antiquities. One of the strengths of the Hunt Collection is its medieval
material. Its range covers objects commissioned and used by both ecclesiastical and lay
patrons, and includes statues in stone, bronze and wood, crucifixes, panel paintings,
metalwork, jewellery, enamels, ceramics and crystal.

The importance of the collection is such that some items are currently on loan to the British
Museum and the Victoria & Albert Museum in London, while others have been shown in
international exhibitions.

The links between the Hunt Collection and other museums can be illustrated by the fact that
one fragment of the Beaufort, late 14th century armorial tapestry, is on display in the Hunt
Museum in Limerick, while other fragments of the same tapestry are in the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, New York, the Rijksmuseum, Amsterdam, the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston
and the Burrell Collection, Glasgow.

Besides the medieval, there is a wealth of other material ranging from Egyptian, Greek and
Roman items through to the 19th century metalwork and ceramics. There is also an
important collection of Irish archaeological material ranging from Neolithic flints, through
Bronze Age gold, the unique 8th century Antrim Cross, hand pins, pennanular brooches, down
to penal crucifixes of the 18th and 19th century. Irish decorative arts are represented too in a
range of items including Irish delph, Belleek porcelain, 18th century Dublin tapestries as well
as ecclesiastical and domestic silver. The Hunt Collection of European decorative art, fine art
and archaeology is acknowledged as one of the foremost private medieval art collections
made in this century. The Hunt family has presented this unique collection to the people of
Ireland. The Collection was made by John (1900-76) and Gertrude (1903-95) Hunt, people who
were respected internationally as leading experts in medieval art. They advised Sir William
Burrell in forming his collection and gave advice to such other important collectors as William
Randolph Hearst and the Aga Khan. They also worked in an advisory capacity on medieval
works with Sotheby’s, London.

After our trip to the Hunt
Museum, the coach took us on
a guided tour of the historical
parts of Limerick City, including
O’Connell Street, The Crescent,
St. John’s Cathedral and the 0Old
Limerick Centre.

® Later that evening, the
members and guests attended
the A.G.M. at the Stables Bar at
University of Limerick.

Following the AGM, the
Chieftain’s Reception took place
in the Stables Bar where the
gathering was provided with a
meal and some very lively
entertainment by a local group
Samhlaoicht (Imagination).

During the course of the evening, Chieftain Don presented an O’'Malley plaque bearing the
Coat of Arms to Harold O’'Malley from Perth. Harold, a remarkable man who was celebrating
his 95th birthday, had arrived the day before from Perth on his 2nd visit to Ireland.

The
entertainment and sing-song went on into the late hours before we finally had to retire in
the early hours of Sunday morning.

MICHAEL AND THE DECENT MAN

Although his formal education had stopped
| | at fifth class in the local national school,
| you'd never guess it to look at Michael’s
| library - history, philosophy, belles lettres,
biography, geology, botany.

And yet there was much more to his vast
store of knowledge than mere book learning.
Voltaire was one of his great heroes and his
favourite Voltaire quotation was: ‘Doubt may
be uncomfortable, but certainty is ridiculous'.
His ideas about uncertainty meant that he never demanded or contrived absolute
answers. And, although this may sound paradoxical, there was about Michael
himself an aura of total certainty ... the certainty of knowing what and who he was.

Once, at Michael’s place, house-bound on a wet summer afternoon, | took down a
copy of Teilard de Chardin’s ‘The Phenomenon of Man’ and a yellowed piece of
paper fell from between the pages. It was a cheque made out to Michael for a
thousand pounds and it was more than ten years old. Michael didn’t register joy
when | presented him with the lost cheque nor dismay at being told it was not
worthless. The cheque had been in payment for sheep sold over a good few years
to a midland farmer whom Michael described as a decent man. He had forgotten to
cash it. g

In the following days | kept bringing up the business of the out-of-date cheque. It
was, as they say, bugging me. But from Michael’s viewpoint, there was no urgency.
The man who signed it was, after all, a decent man. It wouldn’t matter to him that it
was out of date. It took a long time to persuade him to put the sheep dealer
decency to the test. He didn’t like to go away from home more than the distance
you could walk or ride on the bicycle. The prospect of a 3 hour car journey alarmed
him.

We were hospitably received at the house of the decent man and invited to stay for
dinner. The wife offered to show me the garden and I thought this would give the
two boyos the opportunity to discuss their business in private. We stayed away the
best part of an hour. When we got back I asked Michael, in a whisper, if he had
broached the subject of the cheque. He looked at me, affronted, and shook his
head. The thought was furthest from his mind. Although the couple made pleasant
company and the dinner was enjoyable 1 was becoming increasingly exasperated
that the sole purpose of our visit was not being mentioned. I had half a mind to

bring up the subject of payment for sheep and cheques that go beyond their time
but Michael sensed my intention and, with a look, downfaced me into silence.
Eventually, it was the decent man himself who gave him a lead:

You've come a long way Michael and you didn’t drop in by accident. Was there
something on your mind? Without a word Michael fumbled in his pocket and
handed over the old cheque. The decent man looked at it with incomprehension
for awhile. When he realised what it was he laughed aloud. Then he reached for his
cheque book.
I'd say I owe you a bit of interest on this, Michael. Is it alright if I make the
new one out for fifteen hundred? Michael took the fresh cheque and put it in
his pocket without looking at it but his look in my direction was triumphant,
not for the extra five hundred pounds but because his belief in the man’s
decency had been vindicated.

CLARE ISLAND DROWNING

My grandfather, Anthony, and his brother, Michael, were drowned in Clew Bay on the short
journey between Roonagh Quay and Clare Island, Co. Mayo. The year was 1883 and the date
was December 28 - just 3 days after Christmas. The two Clare Island brothers were married to
two McHale sisters from Emlough, near Louisburg. They both had young families, Anthony
had 6 children and Michael 4.

At that time, Lord Sligo was landlord of Clare Island and on that Christmas week he sent out a
gunboat to seize cattle on the island, in lieu of rent that was being withheld. The two
O'Malleys set out for Emlough. Their intention was to borrow a branding iron from their
brother-in-law, Michael McHale, and to mark the cattle as McHale stock. Michael McHale
offered to return with them to the island to give what help he could. The yawl, with the three
men on board but without any other ballast, had not gone a mile of the 4 mile journey from
Roonagh Quay when a squall blew her over and all three were lost. Only one of the bodies,
that of Michael 0’'Malley, was ever found. He is buried in the churchyard on Clare Island.

None of the three could swim, of course. | say, of course, because for years it was an
accepted fact that islanders never learned how to swim. Whenever | asked about this curious
fact I was told that ‘it would only prolong the agony’. I never fully accepted this. 1 always felt
that there was some other explanation, lost in the dark tangle of superstition that surrounds
everything to do with the sea.

There was, in those days, no State or other help for widows. So how did the two young
McHale sisters survive? Well, they moved, with their young families into my grandfather’s
house at Ballytoughey, on the north of the island. It is a matter of some family pride that they
lived together and brought up their children in perfect harmony, or, if the slightest dispute
ever occurred, that it was resolved ‘to the satisfaction of the visitors’.

There is some irony in the historical fact that Lord Sligo, whose gunboat in Clew Bay started
the whole caper, was a direct descendant of the most famous member of the O’Malley Clan,
Granuaile. And that the ancestral home of the Lord Sligos, Westport House, was once an
O’Malley stronghold. Furthermore, when Granuaile’s mother married her father, Eoin, back in
the 16th century, Clare Island was part of the dowry she brought with her.

On the day of the drowning, one of Anthony’s children, Alice aged 9, was staying with her
grandparents at Emlough. It was her father’s intention to bring her back to the island. But the
grandfather insisted that she wait a few more days. The reason was the he was going to sell
cattle at the New Year’s Fair in Westport and had promised his granddaughter a new pair of
shoes. That pair of shoes saved her life. In later years, Alice, my aunt Alice, married Andrew
Staunton and lived in beautiful Tallabawn, on the western shore of the mainland and had
fourteen children.

The children of Clare Island no longer fear the water. Every week their teacher brings them
the four miles by ferry to Roonagh Quay and then on by coach for swimming lessons in the
heated indoor pool at Castlebar.

REPORT OF A FEATURE PUBLISHED
IN THE CONNACHT TRIBUNE 1948

Rev. Mother Magdalen Conroy is of interest to the O'Malley Clan as her two nieces
were married to the first and second Guardian Chieftains, Sabina was married to
John Joe O’Malley and Sal was married to Conor O’'Malley. Sabina and Sal were
sisters, the daughters of Thomas Francis Joyce. Sean Phadraic O Conaire was a first
cousin of Sabina and Sal Joyce.

Rev. Mother Magdalen Conroy who died on Wednesday, 16 October, the 20th
anniversary of the death of her nephew, the late Padraic Conaire (Sean Phadraic), the
well-known Gaelic author, was youngest daughter of the late Peter T. Conroy, of
Corofin, Rosmuc and sister of the late Archdeacon Conroy. She entered the Convent
of Mercy, Galway, in 1895 and was professed in October, 1897. During her religious
life she was attached to the workhouse hospital. She returned to the Convent of
Mercy as Mistress of Novices and later was Bursar. From 1921 to 1927 she was
Superioress of the Convent of Mercy, Spiddal, and during her term of office there the
new convent was built.

From 1927 to 1933 she was Reverend Mother of the Convent of Mercy, Galway, and
was in charge of the University Hostel attached to the Convent of Mercy, Galway.
From 1933, while she was in charge of the Hostel the statue of her nephew, Sean
Padraig, was unveiled at Eyre Square Galway by Mr. de Valera at the Hostel. From
1936 to 1942 she was in charge of St. Vincent’s, Lenaboy, and after that she
returned as Superioress to the Magdalen Asylum where she remained for a further
six years. In 1947 she celebrated her golden jubilee in religious life. She had been
reappointed Superioress at the Central Hospital shortly before her death.
